INTRO: 

 

 I.  Exodus 6:1-3 

Yahweh said to Moses, “Now you shall see what I will do to Pharaoh, 

for by a strong hand he will send them forth, and by a strong hand 

he shall drive them out of his land.” God spoke to Moses, and said to 

him, “I am Yahweh; and I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to 

Jacob, as ’El Shadday; but my name Yahweh I did not make known 

to them.” 

   Exodus 6:6-8 

6 “Therefore say to the children of Israel, ‘I am Yahweh, and I will 

bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will 

deliver you out of their bondage, and I will redeem you with an 

outstretched arm, and with great judgments:  

 Exodus 6:7 

and I will take you to me for a people, and I will be to you a God; 

and you will know that I am Yahweh your God, who delivers you 

from under the burdens of the Egyptians. I will bring you into the 

land which I swore to give to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob; and I 

will give it to you for a heritage: I am Yahweh.'" (WEB)

 I. A Name That Delivers 

and I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians,  

and I will deliver you out of their bondage, 

  



  A. His name is not determined by who He is but what He does. 

   1) Exodus 3:13-14 

Moses said to God, “Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to 

them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and 

they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ Then what shall I tell 

them?” God said to Moses, “I am who I am. This is what you 

are to say to the Israelites: ‘I am has sent me to you.’” 

   2) Heb (’ehyeh asher ’ehyeh) qal imperfective 

    a) Heb (hayah) to become, come to pass, to happen 

    b) Genesis 1:3-4 ‘And God said, “Let there be light,” 

and there was light.’ 

    c) “I will be what I will be” 

    d) The yod is his hand accomplishing it
