  B. There is no greater authority than the Word of God. 

   1) DEVIL TELLING JESUS TO TURN STONES TO BREAD 

   2) Matthew 4:4 

Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man shall not live on bread 

alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of 

God.’”  

   3) IT IS WRITTENS 

    a) Psalms 119:92-93 

If your law had not been my delight, 

I would have perished in my affliction.

  B. We must guard our words if we are to be effective. 

   1) Isaiah 54:17 

“No weapon forged against you will prevail, 

and you will refute every tongue that accuses you. 

This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, 

and this is their vindication from me.” 

   2) Using the bible to win an argument 

    a) Modernists trying to prove it is unrelieable 

    b) Fundamentalist trying to prove that they are right

 III. The Reckoning Word 

it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 13 Nothing in 

all creation is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered 

and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give 

account. enthúmesis (motives) and énnoia (attitudes) 

 

  A. By the Word of God we fight in His authority not ours. 

   1) Revelation 19:13-15 

Coming out of his mouth is a sharp sword with which to 

strike down the nations . . . and his name is the Word of 

God. 

   2) 1 Thessalonians 2:13 

And we also thank God continually because, when you 

received the word of God, which you heard from us, you 

accepted it not as a human word, but as it actually is, the 

word of God, which is indeed at work in you who believe.

  B. Nothing quickens the heart like an aptly timed word. 

   1) Naked and (trachelizo) grabbed by the throne 

   2) Proverbs 25:11-12 

A word aptly spoken 

is like apples of gold in settings of silver.  

Like an earring of gold or an ornament of fine gold 

is a wise man’s rebuke to a listening ear.
