the sick.  

   2) Grk (therapeúo) relieve, (iáomai) cure, make whole

  B. Healing has always been in the mission of the church. 

   1) Mark 16:17-18 

“And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my 

name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new 

tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands; and 

when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; 



they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get 

well.”

 II. Healing Our Mind 

 

  A. Mind, body and spirit are all connected and need healing. 

   1) Matthew 4:24 

News about him spread all over Syria, and people brought 

to him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering 

severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, 

and the paralyzed; and he healed them. 

   2) “demonized, lunacized, and paralyzed.” 

   3) CHURCH BEING WEAK IN MENTAL HEALTH 

 

  B. If we are to find healing we need to get over the stigma. 

   1) 2 Timothy 1:7 

For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, 

and of love, and of a sound mind. (KJV) 

   2) COLLEGE PROFESSOR WITH DEPRESSED WIFE 

 

 III. Healing Our Spirit 

 

  A. We need an all-of-the-above approach to God’s healing. 

   1) Psalms 103:2-5 

Praise the Lord, my soul, 

and forget not all his benefits— 

who forgives all your sins 

and heals all your diseases, 

who redeems your life from the pit 

and crowns you with love and compassion, 

who satisfies your desires with good things 

so that your youth is renewed like the eagle’s. 

   2) HERE COMES THE BOOM—ENTIRE SYSTEM IS HEALED 

  



  B. There is great healing in the community of Yahweh Rapha. 

   1) James 5:16 

Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each 

other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous 

person is powerful and effective.
